Practically speaking, the artistic maturing of the cinema
was the single-handed achievement of David w. Griffith
(1875-1948). Before Griffith, photography in dramatic
films consisted of little more than placing the actors
before a stationary camera and showing them in full
length as they would have appeared on stage. From the
beginning of his career as a director, however, Griffith,
because of his love of Victorian painting, employed
Composition. By 1910 he was using close-ups to reveal
significant details of the scene or of the acting and
extreme long shots to achieve a sense of spectacle and
distance. His appreciation of the camera's possibilities
produced novel dramatic effects. By splitting an event
into fragments and recording each from the most
suitable camera position, he could significantly vary the
emphasis from camera shot to camera shot.

Griffith also experimented with other elements of
cinematic syntax that included the flashback, permitting
broad psychological and emotional exploration as well
as non-chronological narrative, and the cross-cut
between two parallel actions to heighten suspense and
excitement. By juxtaposing images and varying the
speed and rhythm of their presentation he could control
the dramatic intensity of the events. In thus exploiting
fully the possibilities of editing, Griffith transposed
devices of the Victorian novel to film and gave film
mastery of time as well as space.

Besides developing the cinema's language, Grifﬁth
immensely broadened its range and treatment of subjects.
His remarkable early output included not only the standard
comedies, westerns and thrillers but also such novelties as
adaptations from Browning and Tennyson, and the
treatment of social issues. When he undertook the making
of Tennyson's Enoch Arden in 1911, he insisted that a
subject of such importance could not be treated in the then
conventional length of one reel. Griffith's introduction of
the American -made multireel picture began an immense
revolution. Two years later, his film Judith of Bethulia,
reached the time when this new film idiom was tried, the
movie provoked endless debate and discussion and gave a
new intellectual respectability to the cinema.

The ways in which organized society has dealt with
criminal offenders constitute a long and painful chapter
in the history of man. Reference to the history need only
be made in sufficient detail to demonstrate that an
unenlightened as our present penal system is today, it
represents a giant step forward from earlier societies. In
primitive societies, each individual dealt with wrongs
done to him or to his family in his own way. The victim
was motivated chiefly by ideas of revenge, retaliation, or
compensation for loss of property.

The basic concept behind the intervention of
government, however, continued to be that of retribution- a
balancing of the scales of justice.The scales tended to be
balanced on the side of superior power of the state. The
death penalty was the most common punishment. It is
recorded-that in London in January 1801, a 17 year old
b0¥h was hanged for stealing a:silver spoon. During the
16" and 17th centuries in Europe, some thirty types of
death penalties were in use, ranging from drawing and
quartering to burning at the stake and breaking' on the
wheel. Physical torture of all forms was common,
including mutilation, such as cutting out the tongue and
burning out the eyes. Public flogging and other forms of
public degradation were commonly in use for relatively
minor offences. Imprisonment was not looked upon as a
means of punishment, but was used rather for the purpose:
of guaranteeing the presence of the offender at its trial and
ultimate punishment. With a relatively small population,
there were eight hundred executions in a year in England
alone towards the end of the 16th century. Then, even
more than now, the recipients of these harsh punishments
were mainly the poor and the unde?nwleged'

The American colonists of the 170 century, knowing no
better, way brought with them criminal codes as severe
as those they have left behind. The exception to the
harsh colonial laws:was the "Great Law" of William
Penn symbolizing the comparatlvely humane Quaker
criminal code. This continued in force in Pennsylvania
until the death of William Penn, when, in 1718, it was
repealed. The Quakers provided the keystone around
which modern penal reform developed in America, and
was accompanied by parallel developments in England
and on the continent.
